Manuscripts of Cetral Library and Documentation Center which were established with donating of  manuscripts collection of Seyed Mohammed Meshkat is one of the largest and important manuscrtipts collections of Iran.

This collection consists of 17000 volumes in farsi, Arabic and Turkish language.

In the Central Library`s manuscripts collection are a large number of original manuscripts which were written by the hand of authors themselves  such as scientist, poets, authors and calligraphers. The oldest manuscript which is kept in the Central Library is  (Adab al falsafe)  which was written on the year 249 from Hejra (828 a.c.) by Abouzaid ebne Honain Eshagh.

Amoung of other unique manuscripts of the library are Shahname, Panj Ganj, Alkonash Almansouri,  Ghanun and Nejat of Ebne Syna , Ajayebol Makhlughat of Abuabdolla Zakariaa Ghazvini, Tahrirolmajsati of Nasiroddin Tusi , Zakhirhe of Kharazmshahi of  Seyyed Eismaeile Gorgani  .
